Multi-Faith Working Meeting
SCSU invited all faith-based student groups and those who administer

programming at the Multi-Faith room for a Working Meeting at the end of
October. This meeting was held in effort to take a proactive approach at
upholding an inclusive space for different faith-based and religious practices
in the Multi-Faith Space. Minutes from this meeting have been attached to
the board package.

Embrace Syria UTSC Art Display
Embrace Syria UTSC contributed to the No One Is Illegal UTSC Artspace
project called Borders Interrupted. The subcommittee was able to secure

supply donations from Home Depot, and used these to create a collage display
and engage with UTSC community about the violence of displacement and
the Syrian conflict.

Outside the Box

SCSU partnered with Sexual Gender & Diversity Office for a conversation on
“Sexuality, Race & Class”. This lunch discussion was centred on the
difficulties of intersectional oppression, and we spoke about the importance of
supporting differently marginalized members of the LGBTQ+ community.

Sexual Violence Prevention & Response Committee

SCSU met with Administrative bodies on campus to discuss the gaps that
exist on campus in relation to sexual violence response, both locally and at
the tri-campus level. The committee identified procedural issues, including a

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lack of clear role definition for the key players involved with survivor
support. The chair addressed that from the next meeting onward, the
committee would break off into smaller working groups to develop
recommendations for the upcoming Sexual Assault Policy.

Vandalized Multi-Faith Room

On October 29th, Thursday night, the SCSU and DSL were notified of
vandalism and threats that were made in the Multi-Faith Room (SL 281), the
evening prior to us being notified. Since then, both the Department of

Student Life and SCSU have taken proactive approaches to ensure the
community of students and community members who use the space are being
consulted. With their consent, Campus Police have been notified, and the
vandalism has been cleaned. SCSU is currently consulting with the Muslim
Students Association to see what ways we can be of support to their
membership.

Lobbying for Additional Admittance
SCSU and WUSC Student Group are lobbying for UTSC to participate in
emergency admittance of an additional refugee student through the WUSC

program, in response to the Syrian refugee crisis. There are many students
who have been approved through WUSC to pursue post-secondary education.
At the moment, we are in conversation with the Principal of UTSC and
International Student Centre in effort to secure support from the University.

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Multi-Faith Space Working Meeting

Minutes

Thursday, October 22" 2015 - 3-5pm

Present: SCSU (VP Equity - Chair), Muslim Students’ Association, Health & Wellness Meditation Group,
Department of Student Life, Christian Chaplain, Catholic Chaplain, and Chair of UTSC Chaplain
Committee

1. Opening

- Kirk reads Land Acknowledgement & Equity Statement

- Kirk speaks about the concerns students had about the inclusivity of the Multi-Faith Space, as
well as the possibility of making any changes in the administrative process if members of SCSU
who use the space see that these changes should be made.

- Kirk mentions that recommendations may be brought forth, and it is possible that a motion may
be submitted to SCSU’s AGM by this working group or any faith based student groups on
campus before October 29, for the AGM taking place on November 17t

2. What do you like about the space, and what are concerns that you have?

- Shabeen thanks SCSU for being accommodating to MSAs high demand for space, but
states that carpets are not cleaned as often as they should be.

- MacDonald mentions that they consider the Multi-Faith Rooms as safe spaces that
are calming.

- MacDonald states that they have found a community in the Multi-Faith Space.

- Bradford mentions that though the space is nice, the physicality could be improved,
and that it is sometimes difficult to run meditation groups with the noise level being
so loud.

- Bradford states that it is difficult to meditate on hard floors, and recommends
carpets be put in the multi-faith space

- Devanathan asks about the booking process; specifically if it would be possible to
book the space for weekly programming on a semesterly basis.

- Devanathan asks if it would be disruptive to those praying in SL 281 if Christian Unity
Project were to sing acoustic gospel in SL 279.

- Shabeen states that Muslims pray five times a day, and that the SL 281 is heavily
used during Jumu’ah (Prayer on Fridays), and Magrib (the Prayer after sunset).

- Shabeen and Devanathan agree to speak offline about ways to be accommodating
to one another, so that both practices can be done in the Multi-Faith Space
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Bradford states the difficulty of administering weekly programming, knowing that it

is reliant on the availability of the space every month.

Rodrigues sympathizes with the program administrator, and recommends that

booking be more accommodating for those doing regular/weekly programming

MacDonald agrees that we should look in to making the appropriate changes to

make it accommodating.

Shabeen suggests the R-Space as an alternative for singing space if changes can’t be

made

Kirk states the R-Space will be closing at the end of the semester with the

construction of Highland Halls

Bradford states there should be one major meeting where those who frequently

book the space can come together and map out their weekly programming.

Kirk states that the availability of students who are administering programming may

change based on class schedule. That said, a semesterly meeting should be held, as

opposed to yearly.

Kirk states that students booking the space are the priority, and that changes made

to the booking process are to be brought forward formally by a member of SCSU.

This can be done for the Annual General Meeting.

Adamu mentions that, going back to the concern about the outdoor space being

disruptive to the practices held and administered in the Multi-Faith Space, it should

be made more apparent to folks passing by. Especially for those who may not know
what is happening in the Multi-Faith Rooms

Kirk recommends that a sign similar to the Women & Trans* Centre, may help to

establish the space in a more direct fashion.

Kirk states that she will send the minutes to all those who attended the meeting as

well as faith-based groups who had been invited to the working meeting.

Arnason reminds all persons that there is shelving space for all those who use the

Multi-Faith Space

Kirk states that she has stored posters SCSU had purchased for those who fulfil

Hindu practices in there.

Kirk restates the recommendations as follows:

a) That the upkeeping of both rooms be investigated and brought forth to facilities,
including but not limited to potentially painting the walls and regularly
vacuuming the carpet

b) That semesterly meetings be scheduled by SCSU so that those weekly
programming is prioritized, on top of the already existing opportunity for
monthly booking process.
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c) That sign be created outside the multi-faith rooms so that the space is more
apparent.
d) That the Multi-Faith Space closets be cleaned.
